The plan highlights regional
destinations, mainly schools, campuses,
and downtown. A network is created
throughout the city that includes the
connection of residential neighborhoods
to these destinations. This bicycle network
includes both on and off-road facilities
in order to create a compact web and
provide variety to cyclists. Priority routes
are highlighted and given a specific bicycle
facility. These routes are mostly extensions
of the existing bicycle facilities or represent
the implementation of popular proposals,
such as connecting the college campuses.
The priority routes are recommended to
be the first phase of the bicycle master
plan. Bike hubs are proposed at major
destination points throughout the city.
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
